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A Family History Center (FHC) is a facility where 
anyone can go to do genealogical research. 
There is no charge to use the facility, how-
ever, there are nominal fees for photocopies, 
computer printouts, and to rent microfilms 
from the Salt Lake Family History Library. It 
is equipped with FamilySearch computers, 
microfilm and microfiche readers. More than 
50% of patrons are non-LDS.

The 9th largest library outside of Salt Lake 
City. With over 3200 square feet, it offers 
LDS and non-LDS materials, over 7,000 
books, microfilm. It also houses copies of 
the entire Salt Lake Center Catalog (search-
able by locality, surname, or film #) and the 
International Genealogical Index (IGI) on 
both CD-ROM and microfiche; the Ances-
tral File (4 generation sheets); the Social 
Security Death Index, and Vietnam and 
Korean War Death Index. Many additional 
resources are available at the center or can  
be ordered from Salt Lake.

The facility is strictly self-help (it doesn’t do 
research), though workers on duty can give 
assistance on an individual basis. Staff vol-
unteers can assist patrons with equipment 
or direct them in their searches.

Tours are scheduled (best for groups of 10 
or less); those touring the facility should 
consider spending 1-1/2 hours there and 
are encouraged to bring a pedigree sheet. 
VHS films can be viewed on premise; they 
cover a variety of subjects, including the SL 
Catalog, the IGI, censuses, the general use 
of the facility, and tombstones.
Some paid databases can be accessed at 
no charge at the center such as: 
Ancestry.com, Footnote.com, Heritage-
Quest.com, and Godfreylibrary.com..

Family History Centers
are official branch facilities of the Family 
History Library in Salt Lake City and have at 
least one computer, PAF, Family Search, Tem-
pleReady, microfiche, some films; patrons 
are able to order materials from Salt Lake 
for a small charge.
